 Epiphany of the Lord . . . This is the 
last Sunday of the Christmas Season, with 
tomorrow's feast of the Baptism of the Lord, 
officially closing the Christmas Season.  As 
we gather to hear once again the story of the 
Magi/Kings, let us reflect on its significance 
in our own lives and pray for the grace to 
respond to the Call of our own Baptism and 
to recognize where God is being revealed to 
us today.  Our Responsorial Refrain, "Lord, 

every nation on earth will adore you", sums 
up the significance of this feast and the 
revelation of Christ to the world.    
Question:  "What gifts do I plan to offer God 

and his Church in this New Year?"  

              Responsorial Psalm:   

Lord, every nation on earth will adore you. 

 Stewardship Moment . . . "Then they 

opened their treasures and offered gifts of gold, 

frankincense, and myrrh." (Matthew 2:11).  The 
image of the Magi kneeling before the infant Jesus 
and opening their treasure chests for Him is an 
image that we should all try to follow all year long.  
In gratitude for all that we have been given, we are 
called to generously share all of our gifts, not just 
the ones we pick and choose.  God wants us to be 
the most generous with that one thing that means 
the most to us."   

 Ordinary Time begins this week . . . it initiates 
the longest liturgical season of the year (33/34 
weeks) and is called ordinary since there are no 
major aspects of Christ's Life celebrated during this 
time.  The Lenten Season begins March 1 (Ash 
Wednesday), but let us not downplay the 
importance of Ordinary Time as we reflect on the 
life and ministry of our Lord, especially as he calls 
forth leaders to carry on his work after his death.
