MINUTES OF WATER RESOURCE DISTRICT

A special meeting of the Eddy County Water Resource District

was held on October 15, 1982, at 9:00 A.M. in the Eddy

County Courthouse. Present were Francis O'Connor, Stanley
Ripplinger, Marvin Tollefson and John D. Hovey, Secretary. Also
present were Harold Wick, Mike Bichler, Alfred Tollefson, Gary
Throlson, Dwayne Weber, Dale Nystrom and John Becker from Becker
Engineering.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the ditch block in the
NW corner of Section 5, Township 149, Range 65. Much discussion
was held as to how much of the water from the NW% of Section 5
eventually gets tothe land leased by Mike Bichler in Section 9.
Gary Throlson observed that it would spread out all the way
along and he doubts whether anyone gets an excessive amount of
the water. Mike Bichler stated that he hadn't been haying the
40 acres in Section 9 for the last two years and indicated his
reason was that he didn't need the hay. John Becker observed
that it would be difficult to prove actual damage. He stated he
could take an elevation at the bottom of the cut in the NW corner
of Section 5 and then carry that elevation down to Section 9;

if there were no elevations higher than that then it would stand
to reason that the water does in fact reach Section 9. Again
merely proving that it does reach Section 9 is one thing, but
proving actual damage is another.

Topographical maps were then reviegg&» John Becker stated that

it was his opinion the cut in the ré-é in the NW corner of Section
5 does in fact drain at least 80 acres. Since this would re-
quire a permit, that drainage would be illegal and it was a
unanimous decision of the Board that the cut must be filled in

to the bottom of the original ditch.

The Board met personally with Dwayne Weber and Gary Throlson
and advised them of their decision. Gary Throlson had agreed
to fill the cut in.

Moved, seconded and carried to have John Becker order Contour
mapiiﬁgiafssemble them into a book at an estimated cost of $85.

John D.Hovey was instructed to write Mike Bichler advising him
of the Board's decision.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

The regular recessed November meeting of the Eddy County Water
Resource District was held on November 9, 1982, at 9:00 A.M.

in the Eddy County Courthouse. Present were Francis O'Connor,
Stanley Ripplinger, Marvin Tollefson and John D. Hovey, Secretary.

The Minutes of the October 5, 1982, regular meeting and the
October 15, 1982, Special Meeting were read and approved as read.

A bill from the State Water Commission for maps in the amount
of $56.00 was approved. John Becker's bill for survey werk in
Section 19 of Township 149, Range 67, in the amount of $224.50
was approved.

Francis O'Connor reported on the Reis crossing again. He had
brought this to the attention of the joint board. Since all
the rain in October had made it too wet to do anything, the
Joint Board decided to table it for the present time. However,
the Joint Board did agree that if this is a silting up problem
caused by the work done on the Rocky Run that they would have
to assume the responsibility for fixing it. He also mentioned
the Kittleson dam problem to the Joint Board and again since

it was now full of water, it was decided to see what happens
this winter and a decision will be made in the spring.

Duane Weber and Clarence Wilcox then appeared before the Board.
Wilcox filed a complaint on the culvert between Sections 1 and

2 of New Rockford Township. Wilcox and Weber say that the water
gets trapped on the Wilcox land because there is an approach
between his land and Mike Bichler. Wilcox said that if there
were no roads in the area the water would leave, but the

problem is that the ditch stays full of water and that raises
the water table. This makes it impossible to farm and Duane
stated that he was unable to seed the land this year until the
end of June.

The basis of Gary Hegland's original complaint which lead to
the installation of this culvert (Quentin Georgeson also wanted
the culvert to relie@pressure on his land) was that all of the
water was being forced in the Southeasterly direction across
the Hegland land when at least some of it should run east.
Wilcox and Weber say that Hegland had no complaint in this re-
gard because the water leaves his land very fast. In any event
the culvert was installed on the order of the New Rockford
Township supervisors and we reviewed with Wilcox and Weber

our October 26, 1979 Minutes as evidence that the Water
Management Board did not order the culvert installed.

It was the decision of the Water Management Board that it cannot
order the removal of this culvert in the light of evidence that
at least a part of the natural flow is to the east. But, this



Board indicated that it would not object if Wilcox and Weber
could convince the New Rockford Township supervisors to remove
the culvert. Wilcox and Weber said they would be back before
our Board if they failed to get any action from the township.
The Wilcox complaint was tabled.

The Board expressed displeasure that the deadlines imposed for
the alteraticn of the culverts north of Mike Bichler's are not
being honored by the various townships.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

The Minutes of the September 7, 1982, regular meeting were
read and approved as read.

First question addressed was the Munster Groupe Drain. Pete

Lies wants to keep water off of his land in Section 32 by :
either blocking the culvert between Sections 29 and 32 or :
putting a "gate'" on it. The members of the Munster Groupe Drain
reported that Glenn Bush who owns the SW% of Section 29 would
like to gate the culvert that runs east and west between
Sections 29 and 30 closing off the water from the west until

the water in Section 30 breaks loose and follows its own course
north along the east edge of Section 30. At that time all of
the water in that area would take its own course including

some through Glenn Bush' land and the Munster Groupe Drain.

Pete Lies agrees that this would also solve his problem. Eldon i
Allmaras also agreed that Pete Lies can plug the culvert g
between Sections 31 and 32 if he wants to. ‘

The discussion then revolved around some drainage work that

had been done by Pete Lies approximately 10 years ago on his :
land. Phillip Allmaras felt that this added to the volume of i
water that goes through a culvert located north and south g
between the NE% of Section 32 and the SE% of Section 29. He i
felt that sometimes this additional volume added to the "back-up" |
to the west on Section 29 and may be in fact the same water §
that backs through the culvert and onto the NW% of Section 32. ;
It was suggested that a gate might be needed on the culvert i
between Section 29 and 32 which would hold the water i@ .
Pete Lies' land until the Munster Groupe Drain was opened at
which time the gate could be removed. All parties agreed that
they could work this out between themselves and the Board made
it clear that they had no funds with which to assist in this
projedt,

Harold Peterson next explained to the Board some water problems
which he has on his land in Grandfield Township. Harold would
like to drain the water from a low spot or depression in the
SW% of Section 19, south to the road running east and west
between Sections 19 and 30. He suggests that a culvert be
installed at that point which would allow the water to pass
under the road and into the north road ditch along the north
edge of Section 30. The water would then flow in the road ditch
west to the corner of the Section and thence south to a point
where it -would intersect on existing drain in Section 30.

That drain would then take the water west to the Mattson slough
area. Harold says all of his land in Sections 19 and 30 have
easements on them which permit him to do this drainage. If
this is the case, no permission is needed from this Board and
the only question is who is going to pay for the cost of the
culverts and the ditching work. Harold was also informed that
the Water Board would have no funds for this project. It
should be noted that there is approximately a quarter mile
between Section 30 and the Mattson slough and the owners of
that property are either T. B. Garnaas or Audrey Johnson. Harold
was cautioned to make sure that there was an easement through
that land for the drainage of the water.

Vance and Doris Anderson next presented two problems. The

first is that water from the Rocky Run passes through Highway 281
under the bridge and then backs up north along the east ditch.
The water then backs west through two highway culverts and

floods land owned by Doris Anderson which normally could be
farmed. This land is located just north of her pasture and
water hole. Fran will check with the highway department to

see if they could gate the east end of the two culverts and

if not they would have the Joint Water Board lock into it.

The second problem concerns the riprapping and the height on
the Kittelson Dam. Vance says the water is down approximately
six feet from where it was before and is presently down at
least 1% foot below the top of the reservoir. If this is the
case, the reservoir and the culvert may both have to be
lowered in order to provide them with an adequate water supply.
John Becker reported that not only was the top of the old

dam removed down to the old spillway or creek channel elevation,
but approximately a foot and a half more was taken off the

top. The Board agreed to conduct an on-sight inspection and
Fran would then bring this matter before the Joint Water Board.
A later on-sight inspection of this matter showed that the
culvert presently holds 86" of water which all members agreed
is quite low and it very well could be that the water supply
will freeze up and/or run out before the winter is over.

Fran will report this to the Joint Board.

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John Becker reported that he had walked the Rocky Run from
Highway 281 to Paul Reis'. He found that except for the
puddle immediately east of Highway 281 the Rocky Run is
completely dry and quite firm. John Becker also inquired about
the culvert and sand ridge in Munster Township that was the
subject of a previcus meeting of this Beard. He was told to
go ahead and make arrangements to get this work done. John
also reported that he had never been contacted by any of the
townships regarding the Mike Bickler complaints and work to

be done. Marvin Tollefson reported that he had been contacted
about this matter, but they have been unable to get the work
done to date.

The bill from Hovey, Bekken & Ramstad, Ltd. regarding the

North Branch Rocky Run was discussed. Eddy County agreed to
pay one-half and that one-half was approved. A Voucher from
the Water Board will be submitted to the County Commissioners

who can send the check directly to Vance Kro for payment of
the bill.

Stan brought up the Paul Reis east/west crossing again and
Fran reported that this had been discussed by the Joint Board
and they felt that it was a township rocad problem. The
general consensus of the Eddy County Board seems to be that

if the work done on the Emrick Drain caused a silting problem
or in any way alter®this crossing from what it had been in
prior years, that the Joint Board hag an obligation to correct
these changes. Fran is to take this matter back to the Joint
Board for determination.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

The regular September meeting of the Eddy County Water Resource
District was held on September 7, 1982, at 9:00 A.M. in the
Eddy County Courthouse. Present were Francis O'Connor, Stanley
Ripplinger, Marvin Tollefson, and John D. Hovey, Secretary.
Also present were Lawrence Anderson and George Laber, Jr. from
New Rockford Township, Alfred Tollefson from Sheldon Township,
John Becker from Becker Engineering, and Eugene Masse, District
Game Warden. Representatives of Gates Township and Bush Town-
ship did not attend, but it was pointed out that they were
given notice of the meeting by letter.

The minutes of the August 3, 1982, regular meeting were read
and approved as read.

Mike Bickler's complaints dated April 5, 1982, were then
addressed:

1. The concrete culvert between the SE% of Sec.
36 of Gates Twp. in the NE% of Sec. 1 of
New Rockford Twp. was the first complaint
discussed. John Becker stated that the South
end of that culvert should be lowered 10 inches
and the entire culvert leveled. This is the
joint responsibility of Gates Twp. and New
Rockford Twp. and it was ordered completed by
October 1, 1982.

2. The culvert between the SW% of Sec. 31 in
Bush Twp. and the NW% of Sec. 6 in Sheldon
Twp. was then discussed. The culvert is level,
but is 6 inches lower than it should be. En-
gineer Becker suggested welding a 6 inch
plate on the bottom of both ends. This was
agreed to by Sheldon Twp. and will be the
joint responsibility of Bush and Sheldon Twp.
Again the work is toc be completed by October 1,
1982.

3. The proposed ditch block which would be slightly
South of the NW corner of Sec. 5 in Sheldon
Twp. was then discussed. There is a fairly large
slough immediately South of the NW corner of
Sec. 5 and the ditch was lowered in order to
allow the water to escape to the North ®nd East.
Engineer Becker felt that a ditch block of
approximately 2 feet in height would be sufficient.
Becker Engineering is to have a representative
at the site during the construction work and
to set the exact grade. The cost of this ditch
block will be Sheldon Twp.'s responsibility.
It is to be completed by October 1, 1982.
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4., The last complaint of Mike Bickler's concerned
the moving of culverts running East from
Carl Throlson's land. The Board declined
to make any adjustment in those culverts
because Mike Bickler's land is not affected.

Warden Masse explained the State Game and Fish program whereby
certain wetlands and adjoining crop lands can be leased to
preserve these areas.

The letter from North Dakota Water Management District Association
soliciting nominations for a replacement director from this
region was discussed. The Board had no nominees.

The bill for annual dues from the North Dakota Water Users
Association was approved and a voucher signed.

Fran mentioned that there were certain costs associated with
the recent North Drain of the Rocky Run Project which were
unpaid. Norman Rudel had suggested that the bill be paid by
dividing it between Wells County and Eddy County based upon

the number of acres in each county. A motion was made,
seconded and carried to split the bill equally between Wells
and Eddy County Water Boards. Fran O'Connor was to convey this
information to Norman Rudel.

Becker Engineering bill for surveying and drafting of the

Operation Agreement on the main Rocky Run Drainage Project was
discussed. Eddy County has been paying 30% of all bills associated
with that project. A motion was made, seconded and carried to

pay $168.30 of the $561.00 total bill.

Stan Ripplinger reported that Kenneth Reis wants a Texas Crossing
to be put in East and West, through the Rocky Run, on the section
line between Sections 21 and 28 of Superior Twp. Mr. Reis feels
that the work done last year on the Rocky Run has caassed this
crossing to silt up and he is no longer able to use it. This
matter was referred to the Rocky Run Joint Water Board and

Fran will bring it up at the next meeting.

Stan also said that Doris Kittelson has mentioned again that

her dam was to be riprapped with rocks. It was acknowledged that
this had been the original plan, but after construction of the
project last year, it was the opinion of Becker Engineering that
no riprapping was necessary. John Becker agreed to investigate
the matter again and will report it to Fran O'Connor. Fran
O'Connor will then pass on the Engineer's suggestion to the
Rocky Run Joint Board.

The final budget as approved by the County Commissioners was
reviewed.

The letter from Peter Lies dated August 19, 1982, regarding the
culvert on the NW corner of his land was discussed. This is the

-2-




culvert which is located between Sections 29 and 32 of Munster
Township. The problem is caused by a backup of water in the
spring from that legal drain which is commonly known as Munster
Groupe Drain. Secretary Hovey was instructed to notify the
proper members in the Munster Groupe Drain and ask that they
meet with us at our October meeting.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

Present were: Francis O'Connor,
Marvin Tollefson, Stanley Ripplinger, Secretary Hovey and
John Becker from Becker Engineering.

The sole purpose of the meeting was to decide on
a number of complaints lodged by land owners at the August 9,
1982, meeting relating to North Branch Rocky Run.

Bernie Whetham and Lawrence Bichler had objected to
their land which is under Wildlife Easement being included in
this project since they were unable to drain that land. The
Board unanimously decided to leave the wildlife land in since
any surplus that overflows from said land in a high water
year has toc go someplace and would eventually find its way
into the North Branch Project.

The next complaints that were addressed as a group
consisted of the Mervin Whetham, Alfred Klumph and Joseph
Erman complaints on being included within the district since
they have already worked out a drainage program north and
into the James River. The Board felt that they were within
the watershed and an arbitrary removal of some parcels just
because they had taken care of their water problems would
open a new can of worms and could justify the removal of other
tracts from the project. Therefore, the Whetham, Klumph and
Erman land was left within the project.

The $76.85 assessment against the State Highway and
Railroad was dropped.

Careful consideration was given to Joey Seiler's
complaint that the 118 acres of his mother's and her childrens
land that is shown to be within the watershed was too much.
Joe thought that only about 60 acres should be within the
watershed. Topographical maps were examined in detail and it
appeared to the Board that the 118 acres is approximately
correct and no change was made.

A meeting of the Wells and Eddy County Joint Water Board
was held on July 14, 1982, at 8:00 p.m. in the Wells County
Courthouse. Present were: Norman Rudel, Arley Brakel, Jerrold
Roble, Stanley Ripplinger, Francis O'Connor, John Hovey and
Vince LaQua.

The meeting was called to order by the chairman, Norman
Rudel. The Wells County Petition was reviewed and it was noted
that the Eddy County Petition was in the hands of Randy Guler.

The County Boards each agreed to pick up 40% of the cost
of the culverts in their respective counties, which breaks the
cost down for the project as follows:

Total Estimated Cost--==-=----= $84,500.00

Less State Water Commission

Cost Sharing-------------=------ $-8,400.00

Eddy County Culverts----------- $-4,600.00

Wells County Culverts---------- $-3,240.00
$68,310.00

$68,310.00 = 33,468 acres = $2.04 per acre

A list of land owners prepared by the Wells County Abstract-
or was reviewed and it was noted that he had charged the Wells
County Board $275.00 for the same. After some discussion, it
was decided that the list which was prepared by Doris Rohde and
spot-checked by John Hovey would suffice for Eddy County.

After some discussion, it was decided that we would offer
nothing in the way of damages to either Ed Walz or the Schwoebel
Family for excavation on their land.

It was moved, seconded and carried to assess all acres
within the watershed at 100%. In other words, this means that
every acre of land within the watershed will bear an equal
assessment of $2.4@ per acre.

Eddy County will be the County that will issue the permits
and get permission from the State for this drainage project
assuming that there is a favorable vote by the landowners.

The firm of Hovey, Bekken & Ramstad, Ltd., of New Rockford,
North Dakota was retained as legal counsel for this project.
Vince LaQua was asked to assist as a consultant.

It was decided to attempt publication of the notice during
the week of July 26, 1982, which means that the mailing would
have to go out to landowners on or before the 30th of July.

MINUTES OF A JOINT WATER BOARD MEETING

A meeting of the Wells and Eddy County Joint Water Board was held
on May 10, 1982 at 8:00 P. M. Present were Francis O'Connor,
Stanley Ripplinger, Marvin Tollefson and John Hovey, all from Eddy
County; Norman Rudel, Arley Brakkel and Jerry Roble, all from
Wells County; and John Becker, Engineer from Carrington.

The meeting was called to order by the Chairman, Norman Rudel.

The letter from the State Water Commission in response to the pre-
liminary engineering report of 4-13-82 was reviewed. It was noted
that the project has been accepted by the State Water Commission,

The possibility of having boundaries established for the lateral
ditches was discussed since there are some ''sub-watersheds' within
the North Branch. No concrete decision was made on this suggestion
and it was decided to wait until the Board received input from the
landowners.

It was noted that there will be no dirt work done east of Highway
281 but it will be necessary to install a 48 inch culvert at each
of the first two roadcrossings east of the highway.

The total estimated cost of the project is $84,500.00 of which the
State Water Commission will pay about $8,400.00 leaving $76,150.00
balance to be paid by the landowners and/or the two counties,

This works out to about $2.38 an acre.

The question of whether the counties would participate in the
purchase of the culverts was then discussed. It was suggested
that each of the two Boards go to their County Commissioners and

suggest that 40% of the culverts (but not the culverts through Highway 15) be

Eddy County's share would be $4,600.00 and
Wells County's share would be $3,200.00. We are to check with our
County Commissioners and Wells County will do likewise before we
have the meeting of landowners. Becker was instructed to contact
the State Highway Department regarding the installation of culverts
through Highway 15.

Some preliminary matters were then discussed and preparation for
the informational meeting of landowners. It was decided to quote
the sum of $2.38 per acre of $380.00 per quarter as the approxi-
mate cost of the project. Notices will have to be published in
the paper not later than the week of May 30th through June 5th
since the tenative date for the meeting is scheduled on June 9th.

There being no further business, the meeting adjoyrned.

to culvert installation, that being, that the actual installation
of culverts is the responsibility of the various townships.

GENERAL:

A. Operation procedures as set forth herein; or as presently in
force; and any future changes; shall be coordinated with the
Eddy and Foster County Water Resource Boards.

B. The operation of the control gates shall be under the author-
ity of the Wells County Water Resource Board.

C. Operating and maintenance procedures shall be reviewed i
annually by the Rocky Run Joint Drainage Board which shall modify
such procedures as needed.

D. Personnel chosen to regulate the gates shall be selected by :
and responsible to the Wells County Water Resource District.

E. Stream flow time from the last culvert on the project to
Highway 281 South of New Rockford is 5 days.

F. Check points shall be identified in Cathay Township of Wells
County (A, B & C); Township of County |
(D); and Superior Township of Eddy County (E); and the flow f
observed as outlined later in the procedure,

1. Check point A - Culverts located between Sec. 4 & 5,

consisting of 1-60" and 3-36" (middle one being lower).

2. Check point B Culverts located between Sec. 9 & 10,
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consisting of 1-48" and 1-72",

3. Check point C - Culverts located in Sec. 1l1.

4. Check point D (To be determined).

5. Check point E - Highway bridge on U.S. 281 South of
New Rockford.

G. The gates shall be 3/4 closed in the spring or early summer

as soon as the culverts at check point C (criteria to be determined).

All gates shall be left in this position until rain or snow runoff

requires opening, in which case they will be opened or closed as :
set forth herein. ;




H. 1In the fall of each year, prior to freeze up, all gates shall
be 3/4 closed and left in that position until spring.

SPRING OPERATION:

A. During rapid spring runoff the check points should be moni-
tored on a regular basis, such as 8:00 A.M., 12:00 Noon, and
6:00 P.M..

SUMMER OPERATION:

A. Rainstorms of unusual magnitude shall be observed to determine
what areas of the Rocky Run Watershed are effected and amounts of
expected flow. See attached map.

B. 1If large storms occur downstream of the Emerick Drain outlet
also, the flows at the check points must be monitored carefully
and measures taken as outlined below.

C. 1If large showers occur only upstream from the Drain outlet,
observance can be limited to checking that the road at check point
A 1s not overtopped.

GATE REGULATIONS:

A. Check point A shall be the first and primary site to be
observed.

B. If the water level in Rocky Run is not above the midpoint of
the two highest 36" culverts at check point A and (insert here

some criteria at check point D and/or E), the Emerick gates can
be opened to 1007 flow.

C. 1If water level reaches the top of the middle 36" culvert and
rising and check point B is not to capacity - reduce Emerick gates
to 50% flow.

D. If water level reaches the top of all pipes and check point B
and C are not to capacity - reduce Emerick gates to 25% flow.

E. If water level is at top of all culverts and check point B
and C are near capacity - close Emerick gates to 0% flow. Leave

this way until flow begins to receed. Follow procedure in reverse.

ROCKY RUN JOINT WATER BOARD

A meeting of the Rocky Run Joint Water Board was held on August 5,
1981, at the Eddy County Courthouse. Present were Rudel, Roble,
Brockel and Laqua from Wells County; O'Connor, Tollefson, Ripplinger,
and Hovey from Eddy County; Mullenberg from Foster County; John Becker
from Becker Engineering; Vance and Doris Anderson; and Paul and

Kenneth Reis and their attorney, Bob Manly.

Paul Reis stated his concern about the prospects of having more water
coming through the Rocky Run from the west. Mainly, he was concerned
about flooding around Kenneth's pasture and buildings. He stated that
ever since the ditching was done in their area they had no water
problem and he didn't want a water problem in the future.

The Board reviewed the history of the Emmerick project. They pointed
out that engineering studies show that while there will be more water
coming through the Rocky Run, it will be controlled by the use of

gates on the upper ends so that the peak flows should not exceed present
levels. They made it very clear that the Board could not guarantee
against flooding, but that any damage caused by excess waters from

the Emmerick area could be eliminated or at the very worst minimized.

Paul stated that he wanted a written agreement guaranteeing against
any damage to their crops and/or buildings. The Boatd explained that
they were unable to provide such a guarantee or agreement.

The Board pointed out to Paul that there is no requirement that any
ditching be done on either his or Kenny's land, but that the Board

was willing to do some ditching and other improvements to their land
in order to help take the water away as quickly as possible. Paul and
Kenneth agreed to those improvements provided they receive a letter
setting forth the following:

1. That all rocks that are up-rooted during the construction
work must be picked and buried if possible or if not
able to bury them, they must be piled.

2. All fences that are taken down during construction must
be replaced.

3. All spoil banks must be leveled.
4. Any areas disturbed must be reseeded to grass.

5. The Board will bear the expense of weed sprayingfbr fire
bush during the next year.

Vance and Doris Anderson stated their concern about their water supply
system and the possibility of its filling up with silt. They also

did not want any construction done on their land until all channel work
was done to the east of them.

Rocky Run Joint Board meeting were read and approved as

Hovey reported that he had written the requested letter to
Mike Bickler.

Bob Soderholm met with the Board regarding John Becker's

April 1, 1981 letter asking for approval of culverts through
the Reis road, Haas road and Kittelson road based on a one-to-
one side slope. This is the way it had been bid by the Rocky
Run Joint Board without approval from the Eddy County Commis-
sion. Bob Soderholm feels that it should ke two-to-one on

the Haas road but realizes that because of existing bridges
off the Reis road and the large existing culvert through
Kittelson crossing that it would be impractical if not im-
possible to obtain a two-to-one slope at those locations.

A call was placed to Becker and Mr. Soderholm visited with

him. A second conversation was held with Becker whereby he
stated that to make the Haas road a two-toc-one slope, an
additional 16 ft. of culvert would be needed on the one pre-
sently being purchased. This would add approximately $1,000.00
to the cost of that culvert. In addition, longer end sections
would be needed for the existing culvert which would add
approximately $2,000.00 the bid received from H.V. Johnson.

Bob Soderholm left the meeting.

The minutes of the March 10, 1981 Rocky Run Joint Water Board
meeting were read and approved as read.

Marvin Tollefson reported that he had been in contact with
Becker regarding the culvert between Sections 1 and 2 of New
Rockford Twp. When Becker staked out the culvert he apparent-
ly did not take any measurements as to how far that stake was
placed north of the southeast corner of Section 2 (and south-
west corner of Section 1) so therefore does not know if his
stake was moved before installation of the culvert or not.

The minutes of the January 6, 1981 regular meeting
and the January 9, 1981 Rocky Run Joint Board Meeting were
read and approved as read.

The right-of-entry forms which secretary Hovey had prepared
for the signatures of Homer Linderman, Doris Anderson,
Elizabeth Wilson, Albert Haas and Paul Reis were discussed
and approved as presented. It was decided that Stan and
Fran would take the right-of-entry forms to each of the land
owners today except that they would drop off Elizabeth
Wilson's with Duane Mullenberg and secretary Hovey was to
send Homer Linderman's to his address in Arizona.

According to the way Norman interpreted that letter he
believes there will be a $5,400 decrease on the culvert cost
for Haas and Reis roads but an $8,000 increase in costs for
the pipes at Kittelson crossing due to the increase in
length from 50 toc 80 feet. Norman had stated that the State
Water Commission can participate in the cost of the culverts
at Kittelsons but not at Reis and Haas. He was wondering if
the Eddy County Commissioners would switch their share of
the costs from Kittelson to the Haas and Reis culverts.

The Board then went to meet with the County Commissioners.
Norman Rudel's suggestion (see above) was discussed. The
Commissioners finally agreed that they would modify their
agreement with the Rocky Run Joint Board so that instead of
furnishing 3 culverts up to 50 feet in length they will fur-
nish $8,325 for the purchase of culverts on the following
conditions:

1. That their money is used to purchase culverts.

2. That the culverts so purchased are installed in
Eddy County and not in Foster or Wells County.
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The Board then reconvened to their office and called Norman
Rudel. It was decided to call a meeting for Friday at 10:00
A.M. here in New Rockford. Norman Rudel agreed to Contact
Duane Mullenberg and John Becker.

A meeting of the Rocky Run Joint Water Board was held on Janu-
ary 9, 1981 at 2:00 P. M. in the Eddy County Courthouse. Pre-
sent were Norman Rudel, Francis O'Connor, Arley Brokel, Marvin
Tollefson, Duane Mullenberg, Jerry Schroeder, Stanley Ripplinger,
John Hovey, Wanda Kurtz, Robert Soderholm, Bob Ludwig and Bert
Anderson. Also present was Thomas Anderson, an Eddy County
farmer.

The Eddy County Water Management Board reported on the meeting
with Vance and Doris Anderson. The Joint Board agreed that the
three conditions demanded by the Andersons were satisfactory
but that they should be put in writing so that there is no
question in the future as to what was agreed upon. Those three
conditions are as follows:

1. That the Phase 1-Reach 1 channel improvements will be
completed to the east of Kittelson farmstead.

2. That the top of the water supply dam will be stablized
so as to prevent any future erosion.

3. Any rocks excavated on the Kittelson-Anderson property
will be buried or otherwise disposed of.

The next topic discussed was the Eddy County Commissioners'
share of the Kittelson crossing culverts. There was some dis-
cussion on the history of Eddy County's involvement in the
Kittelson crossing and a review of the first agreement between
the Eddv County Commissioners and the Rocky Run Board wherein
the Rocky Run Board was going to remove the existing crossing
and the Eddy County Commissioners were going to construct a new
road along the north bank. Since the existing crossing will

now be retained the County agreed to furnish three 72" x 44"
arched culverts up to but not exceeding 50 ft. in length (each).
The County also agreed that the Rocky Run Board could purchase
the two additional 95" x 67" arch culverts through Eddy County
if we determined that to be the best price. In addition, the
Eddy County Commissioners expressed an interest in installing
all five of the culverts (three in Kittelson crossing; one north
of Albert Haas; and one south of Joe Seiler) here in Eddy County.

It was decided that we would attempt to get right of entry forms
from all landowners.

It was estimated that present costs are running approximately
$16,000.00 over original estimates. This includes approxi-
matly $8,000.00 in culverts which the Eddy Countvy Commissioners
have agreed to pay for. It was therefore agreed to split the
remaining $8,000.00 overrun on the same percentage as the origi-
nal $20,000.00 contribution, which is as follows:

Wells Countv - 60%
Eddy County - 30%
Foster Countvy - 10%.

A regular meeting of the Eddy County Water Management Board
was held on January 6th, 1981 at 10 00 A.M. All members of
the Board together with Secretary Hovey were present. Also
present were Vance and Doris Anderson,

The minutes of the December 10, 1980 meeting and the
December 16, 1980 meeting were read and approved as read.

Vance and Doris were shown the blueprints of their reservoir
and dam. They stated that they would insist something be
done to increase the flow ©of water to the East so that water
would not back up as it did this fall and flood out their
crop. The Board explained to the Andersons that channel
improvement was in the plans for the Phase 1 - Reach 1
improvements. They also insisted that all rocks that are
uprooted be buried. They also insisted that the top of the
dam must be stabalized so as to keep it from washing out.

If all of the above are done, the Andersons will not object
to modifications to their dam as proposed (lowering it to
1517.0 feet). The Board agreed to let them know of any
changes in plan.

Right-of-entry forms were discussed. Francis O'Connor
stated that the subject was brought up at the December 16,
1980 meeting but there was nothing definite decided.

A special meeting of the Eddy County Water Management Board together
with the Wells and Foster County Boards was held on December 16, 1980
at 2:00 P.M. in the Eddy County Courthouse. Present were Francis
O'Connor, Stanley Ripplinger. Norman Rudel. Arley Brokel, Jerry
Schroeder, Duane Mullenberg and John Becker. Stanley Ripplinger was
appointed secretary of the meeting. Norman Rudel reported that all
Wells County Easements have now been signed in regard to the Emmerick
Drainage area.

John Becker gave us his engineering opinion on the Kittelson crossing.
He stated that the State Water Commission proposed a reduction in the
height of the Kittelson Dam from its present elevation to an elevation
of 1517.0 feet. This would leave Kittelsons with approximately 12
feet of water in their reservoir however it would greatly increase the
water flow since in effect the entire dam would become a spillway.

The other option would be to widen the channel on the south edge of
the dam. The removal of the top of the dam would involve moving
approximately 1200 yards of dirt.

At the Kittelson driveway there will be three small culverts installed
measuring 72" by 44". One mile east of Highway 281 there will be a
95" by 67" culvert installed and the same thing two miles east of
Highway 281. The cost of all improvements will be approximately
$50,000 as follows:

Channel clean-out $ 9,500
Work done between Highway 281 and :
Kittelson's 1,500 ;
Three Culverts at Kittelson's 16,000 ﬁ
Two miles east of Highway 281 9,300 :
One mile east of Highway 281 12,600 ;
Lowering of Kittelson Dam 1,500 ;
TOTAL: $50,400

The recessessed meeting of the Eddy County Wster Msnsgement Board
was held on December 9, 1980 at 9:00 A.M. in the Eddy County
Courthouse. Present were Francis O'Connor, Stanley Ripplinger,
secretary Hovey, C. H. Wilcox, Dusne Weber and Mike Bickler.

The minutes of the November i, 1980 snd November 6, 1980 meetings
were read and approved as read.

Francis 0O'Connor informed the Board that Normen Rudel has requested
a meeting for either the 16th or the 18th of December. It was
decided to hold it on the 16th at 2:00 P.M,

Wilcox, Weber and Bickler were all present in regard to the same
matter; that being the installation of the culvert between Sections
1 & 2 of New Rockford Township. All three stated that the culvert
should be removed becsuse 1t will be a benefit to no one but a
detriment to Mr. Wilcox and Mr., Bickler. They also stated that
it should not have been installed at its present location because
the low point along that section line is approximately one quarter
mile north of where it is presently instelled, They also pointed
out that there was an approach between the Scutheast gquarter and
the Southwest quarter of Section 1. This approach has no culvert
in it and if it is removed, it will just allow the water to go
onto Mike Bickler's land in Section 1 where it will sit. They
did not feel that the water would find its way east into Section
6 of Sheldon Township. It was their opinion that if all gf the
roads were removed that very little water would go from east to
e#lywest across the south portion of Section 1. They did, however,
all agree that since the culvert between Sections 1 & ? heas only
recently been installed, they don't actually know what will hanpen
when the water starts to run. We should be able to tell in the
spring and it was decided by the bosrd to reserve sction on
Mr., Wilcox's complaint of November 30, 1980 until further infor-
mation is available.

The board was informed by secretary Hovey cof Cary Backstrand's
call in response to Hovey's inquiry about whose land will have

to be entered for cleanout on the Rocky Run. Backstrand stated
that we would have to do some cleanout on all parcels from the
Section line between Sections 21 & 22 to cne mile West of

Highway 281. The Board does not agree with this assessment and

it was decided to hold up the drafting of any right-of-entry
forms until after the joint meeting on December 16th at 2:00 P.M,

Delvaine Gjestvang called Francis O!'Connor on December 8th and
asked if the Board still wanted the two 36" culverts raised on
the Southeast corner cof the Quentin Georgeson farm. Since the
culvert between Sections 1 & 2 may have to be moved further

North or removed completely, it was decided to wesit until spring.

Received call from Cary Backstrand. State Water Commission has
now received Becker's survey (which is more detailed than any-
thing they had before) and that survey showsthat the Kittelson
water supply dam and impoundment is actually more of a restric-
tion to the flow on the Rocky Run than was originally thought.

That means that the "'slope' of the water is going to be steeper
than originally thought which will require all culverts through
the road to run ata lower head. This means that the recommended
culverts (which they originally thought would be plenty large
enough to handle all Phase II improvements) are not excessive.
When and if Phase II improvements are completed additional cul-
verts would be required.

According to State Water Commission field data, the Rocky Run
capacity immediately west of the Kittelson dam is 700 CFS before
Phase II improvements. Anything over and above that will spill
over the Rocky Run banks, most of which will go down the Kelly
Creek. Dave did say that they had just recently received Becker's
field notes which may make some changes in their projections.
However, he thought that any changes would be quite small.

I told him that the Eddy County Water Management Board had no ob-
jection to modifications in the Kittelson Water Supply Dam so

that it would be sufficient to handle all flows after any Phase II
improvements might be made. He agreed that we only wanted to

make changes toc the dam and reservior this one time only.

Dave was very open and admitted that the only reason for requiring
a 1000 CFS culvert capacity through the Kittelson road crossing
was so that they did not have to go in again when future Phase II
improvements might be made. I told him the Water Board faced two
problems if they were going to insist on 1000 CFS through the
road:

1. Eddy County would refuse to pay for any excess culvert
capacity.

2. Downstream landowners would undoubtedly demand to know
whv several large culverts were being placed in the Kittel-
son road crossing and they were each receiving much less
in the way of capacity.

I explained to Dave that the Board had "gone to bat'" for the State
Water Commission's previous position that the road had to be re-
moved and eventually when we found out the road did not actually
have to go, it put us in an embarrassing situation.

A meeting of the Rocky Run Joint Powers Board was held on March
4, 1980 at 1:00 P. M. in the Eddy County Courthouse. Present
were Francis 0'Connor, Stanley Ripplinger, Duane Mullenberq,
Norman Rudel, Arley Brakel, Cary Backstrand, and John Hovey.

Cary Backstrand reported that the State Water Commission had :
approved participation in the Oak Creek and Emerick projects §
in the total amount of $106,000.00. This was broken down as ?
$14,000.00 for improvements on the lower reaches of the Rocky |
Run; $13,000.00 in the Fmerick area; and $79,000.00 in the Oak :
Creek area. These funds to be paid out as 40% of eligible cost.
Certain conditions were attached to this participation, namely:

1. That the vote of the landowners be in favor of the
project.

2. That all of the various areas must be included and
that a drainage permit must be obtained.

Norman Rudel noted that two culverts have been added to the pro- :
ject at a cost of $10,000.00. These will be installed as supple- ‘
mental culverts to the two existing bridges located south of

the Joe Seiler farm. That $10,000.00 addition brought the total
cost of the lower reaches of the Rocky Run up to $60,000.00.
$14,000.00 of this will be supplied by State Water Commission
Funds; $20,000.00 will come from the various Counties; and
$26,000.00 will be added into the cost of the project and paid
by the assessed landowners. This assessment works out to $.54
per acre, however it was agreed to round this assessment off

at $.75 per acre in order to provide a cushion for contingencies.

Some discussion was then had as to the total number of acres
which will be needed for right-of-way in the Oak Creek area.
It was estimated that approximately 15 acres would be reqguired
at an estimated cost of $8,000.00.

2:00 P. M. the Board adjourned to the informational meeting of
landowners held on the 3rd floor of the Eddy County Courthouse.
The meeting was called to order by Norman Rudel. Mr. Rudel ex- :
plained the history of the current project going back to the !
defeat of the original Rocky Run Flood Control plan. i

Cary Backstrand was then given the floor and he informed the {
group of the minimum requirements of the State Water Commission !
on the lower reaches of the Rocky Run before they would get in-
volved in the project. He then explained what improvements
would be made in the 0Oak Creek area, namely the 4% miles of
channel. And explained that that channel will bring the water !
from the Oak Creek area into the Rocky Run approximately 10 hours
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sooner than it normally would have arrived. He also explained
that the Emerick Water will be controlled by gated culverts
and that this project is designed to handle peak flows on a

10 year frequency.

Cliff Gedrose, Joseph Schaffer and Marvin Riedesel each were
given the floor and pointed out various problems in their in-
dividual areas.

Norman Rudel then explained the estimated cost for each area.
He stated that the estimated cost per average acre in the Oak

The regular January meeting of the Eddy County Water Management
Board was held on January 2, 1980 at 10:00 A.M. in the Eddy County
Courthouse., Present were Francis O'Connor, Marvin Tollefson,
Stanley Ripplinger and Secretary Hovey. The minutes of the De-
cember l, 1979 meeting were read and approved as read.

Secretary Hovey reported on letters he had written to Carl Throl-
son, John Becker, the township supervisors for Sheldon and New
Rockford Townships, and the North Dakota State Highway Department
regarding the Throlson - Mullen matter. The Board directed Sec,
Hovey to notify the clerks of the New Rockford and Sheldon Town-
ship boards that we would not be meeting on the 8th of January
and that they should be meeting with us on Februery 5th.

We called John Becker from the Management District 0ffice and he
agreed to do the work at Throlsons and on Harold Kleints land.

Francis 0O'Connor reported on the Water Management District Conven-
tion meeting which he attended in Fargo on December 10, 11 and 12
of 1979.

The Board then met with the County Commissioners regarding the
Doris Kittelson drivewsay problem. The State Water Commission
has determined that the large culvert under said driveway is
one foot too high which causes some water to beck up and spill
over into the Kelly Creek drain. That wster normslly should
have gone down the Rocky Run., The alternative would be to build
a road out to the north or excavate one foot of dirt under the
culvert and lower the same. County Commission informed us they
had never talked to Mrs, Kittelson as to her wishes and Bert
Anderson noted that the prgsent culvert does not have a bottom
to it. The bottom of the grégﬂ is just compacted rocks. The
County Board will talk to Arnold Myhre about the possibility of



digging one foot out of the bottom and the Water Management
Board should check with the State Water Commission to see if
the existing culvert will be sufficient in size to handle the
flow from the Emerick and Oak Creek drain aread. If it is
not, then it would apparently be a duplication of effort and
funds to make any modifications at this time.

Francis O'Connor reported on a meeting of the Eddy, Wells and Fos-
ter Joint Powers Board which was held on December 3, 1379 at Fess-
enden. This is in regard to the proposed Oak Creek and Emerick
Drain Water Sheds. Mr. O'Connor reported that this will be a con-
trolled drain and that they will have to go through the normal
procedure such as protest hearing, vote, etc. A motion was made,
seconded and carried that the Eddy County Water Management District
shall use their district funds to pay 30% of the total costs of
improvements on this project, on the main stem of the Rocky Run
from the point where Oak Creek enters the Rocky Run until the
Rocky Run empties into the James River. The total estimated cost
for this portion of the project is $21,000.00. Therefore, Eddy
County's estimated share is $6300.00 and Foster County will be
paying 10% or $2,100.00 with Wells County paying the remaining

60% or $12,600.00.

Secretary Hovey was instructed to contact John Becker for the pur-
pose of surveying the property line between Carl Throlson and

James Cleveland to see if a ridgedoes in fact exist at that property
line. Secretary Hovey was also to inform Carl Throlson the sur-
veyor would be coming out.

The Board read a letter from Christ Schatz protesting some drain-
age done by Harold and Frank Klein in Section 6 of Superior Twp.
The Board conducted a on-sight inspection and was unable to det-
ermine if the drained area consisted of 80 acres or more. The
Board then stopped at the Eddy County Scoil Conservation District
Office and ordered topographical maps of this entire area.

(SW%) of Section 31 (Sidney Hoveskeland land) in Pleasant Prairie
Twp., all in Eddy County, North Dakota; and from all of Section

1 (Sidney Hoveskeland land and Edna Hall land) of Estabrook Twp.;
and the North Half (N%) of Section 6 (John Aaland and Orville
Kuske land) in Nordmore Twp, all in Foster County, North Dakota.

Mr. Kuske stated this water all passes through the North Half (N%)

A special meeting of the Eddy County Water Management Board was
held on October 5, 1979 at 11:00 A. M. in the Office of Hovey &

Bekken, Ltd. Present were O'Connor, Ripplinger, Tollefson and
Hovey. Also present were members of the Sheldon and New Rockford
Township Boards of Supervisors. A general discussion was had re-

garding the problems relating to the construction of the new road
and the raising of the culverts in the New Rockford and Sheldon
Twp. areas.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

At 1:00 P. M. a meeting was held in the Courtroom of the Eddy
County Courthouse. Besides the members of the Water Management
Board, the following people were present: Quentin Georgeson, Gary
Geisinger, Gary Hegland, Mike Bichler, Carl Throlson, Lawrence
Anderson, Gary Throlson, Walter Jones, Shirley Jones and Harold

Wick. Demmis Hegland appeared about half way through the meeting.

A general discussion of the problems associated with the new road
construction in New Rockford Twp. and the raising of the culverts
in both New Rockford and Sheldon Twps. was had at this time. Some
of the points that were made were as follows:

Gary Hegland - thinks the new road will act as a dam. Feels that
all approaches should have culverts. Objects to
the installation of the block. Feels that a cul-
vert should be inserted between Quentin Georgeson's
property and Clarence Wilcox's property so as to
divert some of the water east rather than southeast.

Quentin Georgeson - he would be agreeable to installing the cul-
verts at land level but wants at least one more
culvert installed so that the water would be off
his land in 48 hours. Threatened suit and with-
holding of gravel from the road surfacing if this
was not consented to.

Gary Throlson - he has problems with water going straight east
from the southeast corner of Gary Hegland's property
when in fact he feels it should go more southerly
towards the James River,

Carl Throlson - he is in favor of all culverts being raised to land
level and the installation of the ditch block.
Feels that the ditch brings to much water down to-
wards his property as now constructed.

The Water Management Board felt that the original decision of July
3, 1979 is still the correct one and that no deviation will be had
from that decision. The New Rockford Supervisors and Sheldon Super-
visors both agreed with this conclusion,

The regular September meeting of the Eddy County Water Management
Board was held on September 4, 1979 at 9:00 A. M. in the Eddy
County Courthouse. Present were Francis O'Connor, Stanley Rip-
plinger, Marvin Tollefson and Secretary Hovey. The minutes of
the August 7, 1979 meeting were read and approved as read.

O'Connor, Ripplinger and Tollefson reported on their attendance
at a meeting in Carrington on August 7, 1979 with the State Water
Commission. At that time, they raised the question to the State
Water Commission as to whether a non-affected landowner could
complain about a nonconforming or illegal drainage practice.

The answer from the State Water Commission was not at all black
and white b rather that the local board should adopt a policy
either one/or” the other, and thereafter adhere to that policy.

A motion was thereupon made, seconded and carried that the Eddy
County Water Management Board would take no action on complaints
filed by non-affected landowners, of illegal or nonconforming
drainage practices, except in those instances where extenuating
circumstances would dictate otherwise.

In view of the above, the Mike Bickler complaint dated July 23,
1979 was considered. This complaint consisted of three basic
items namely: that there is a ridge between the Northeast Quarter
(NE%) and the Northwest Quarter (NW%) of Section 7, Twp. 149,

Rge. 65 which retains water from flowing in a southeasterly dir-
ection; that the culverts east of Carl Throlson's farmstead should
be raised to land level for a distance of 2 miles; and that Carl
Throlson removed some dirt from a road ditch approximately 1 mile
north of his farmyard to allow water to follow in a northerly
direction. The following action was taken:

1. The Board directed Sec. Hovey to contact John Becker who is
to conduct a survey of the b@arder line between the NE% and
the NW% of Section 7, Twp. 149, Rge. 65 in an effort to de-
termine if there still is a ridge holding back the water.

If that survey determines that there is such a ridge, the
board will send Mr. Throlson and Mr. James Cleveland a notice
to have it removed.

2. The Board, in view of the motion hereinabove adopted, will
make no consideration of the culverts east of the Carl Throl-
son farmstead or the douﬁ'removed from the ditch north of
the Carl Throlson farmstead.

Sec. Hovey then reported on the Sheyenne Dam. Sec. Hovey report-
ed that he had contacted James J. Igoe which indicated that they
were absolutely not interested in the job. He had also called

a Mr. Virgil Hardy at Northern Improvement in Bismarck and a

Mr. Bruce Nelson at Annco, Inc. in Bismarck. Both Mr. Hardy and
Mr. Nelson indicated that their firms would be unable to com-
plete the work this fall but that they would inspect the Sheyenne
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Dam and furnish the Eddy County Water Management Board with an
estimate of the repair cost. Since we have not received any
of those cost estimates at the time of this meeting, no action
was taken at this time.

A motion was made, seconded and carried to pay North Dakota
Water Users Association dues in the amount of $40.00 and to pay
the final assessment for the Rocky Run Project in the amount

of $975.00.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

The Board was quite concerned that the amount allocated for re-
pair of the Sheyenne Dam appeared to be total inadequate.
Secretary Hovey was instructed to contact the saster Emergency
Services 0Office in Bismarck, ND and obtain answers to the fol-
lowing questions:

1. Does the work have to be let on bids? If yes, what bidding
procedures used?

2. ﬂ*ﬂ is to engineer or supervise the job?
3. What happens if there is cost overrun?
4. Will we receive 1007 reimbursement on any overrun?

5. Does the estimated cost as set forth in the damage survey
report include labor?

I called Jeff Klein at 224-2111 regarding the above questions.
His answers were as follows:

1. ll_It was anticipated that the County machinery and personnel
would be utilized to make these repairs. If the County can
not perform this job, then we would have to let a contract
and use the applicable state bidding procedures.

2. It would be up to us if we needed an engineer. There would
be no reimbursement.

3. & 4. 1If there is an overrun, we would submit it to the Dis-
aster Emergency Services and HUD. If they feel that it was
reasonable then they will go along. If it is not fair and
reasonable, the County will have to pick up the balance.

All would depend upon a reexamination of the work that done.

5. The cost figures as itemized supposedly include labor.

Mr. Klein also informed me that if the County does it, HUD will
want a detailed record of the work to be done, and how long it
took to do it. If we did not furnish them with this detailed
record, there woul?g?e reimbursement.

I then met with the County Commissioners in the afternoon of
July 3rd. I informed them of the above. They informed me that
they have neither the men nor the machinery to accomplish this
work and they too agree that the probable cost of correction
would far exceed the $2,033.00 allocated. It was decided that
we would wait until the County engineer (Richmond Engineering
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out of Grand Forks) stopped in New Rockford at which time we
would visit with them about the estimated cost of making these
repairs. The County Commissioners would be intouch with me.

John Kringler's
secretary will make up two signs, one of which will be put on
the Water Management Board door and one will be posted in the
main entry of the Courthouse. Secretary Hovey was to notify
the States Attorney of the regular meeting of the Board.

At 10:00 A. M. Township Supervisors Dale Nystrom, Mike Bickler,/ﬁinQuuk
and Alfred Tollefson from Sheldon Twp.; and Walter Jones* Lawrence
Anderson, and-Harold—iel, from New Rockford Twp. met with the

Board. The purpose of the meeting was to arrive at some com-

mon consensus as to the placement of the culverts along the

East-West Twp. road between Bob Hoffmanms and Carl Throlson's.

The idea & being to agree upon culvert placements so that this

issue would be settled once and for all. It was agreed that

the following steps should be taken:

1. The two culverts which lie at an angle between Sections 2
& 12 of Wew Rockford Twp. should be raised so that the bot-
tom of those culverts will be level with the adjoining
farmland on the outside edges of the ditches. It was agreed
that they are somewhere between 6' and 1' below ground level
at the present time.

2. There is a high spot along the north edge of the NW% of Sec-
tion 12 in New Rockford Twp. Since the ditch cuts through
that high spot, it allows the water to flow east rather
than in a southerly or southeasterly direction. It was
agreed to put in a block in the ditch which block will be
at the same elevation as the adjacent farmland.

3. There will be inserted between Section 1 of Hew Rockford Twp.
and Section 6 of Sheldon Twp. a culvert which will allow
the wat e in those two sections to equalize. That culvert
will also be installed so that the bottom of the culvert will
be at ground level.

4. There is presently a culvert located in the north ditch
between the NE% of Section 12 of New Rockford Twp. and the
NW% of Section 7 of Sheldon Twp. which is presently below
ground level. That culvert shall be raised to ground level.



5. There is presently a culvert running north and south bet-
ween Sections 6 & 7 of Sheldon Twp. That culvert shall be
raised so that the bottom edge is also at ground level.

6. There is a culvert running east and west, south of the twp.
road, at the quarter line between the NW% and the NE% of
Section 7. This is the culvert which Carl Throlscen had
blocked in the spring of 1978. That culvert shall be raised
so that the bottom edge is at ground level.

It was agreed by all present that the above changes should do
a great deal to equalize the water levels in the New Rockford
and Sheldon Twp. areas.

Secretary Hovey was directed to order topographical maps from
the Bureau of Reclamation for the areas in New Rockford and
Sheldon Twp. that we have been having the most problem with.

At 11:30 A. M. the Board met with the County Commissioners. The
County Commissioners asked that the Water Management Board take
over the repairs to the Sheyenne Dapm which have received a
disaster appropriation. The Board then went and met with Ed Al-
lmaras whose is the disaster coordinator in Eddy County who pro-
vided us with some additional information.

In the afternoon, the Board members together with Secretary Hovey
conducted on an onsight inspection of the areas in New Rockford
and Sheldon Twps. between Robert Hoffman's and Carl Throlson's.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

The New Rockford Township Board says that Quentin Georgeson
wants another culvert at the SE corner of Section 2. y stated
that the water did reach the top of the road but that/Tthe water
was gone in two days except for that water which is in low spots
and will have to soak in because of no outlet.

They also stated that the South portion of Section 1 in New
Rockford Township forms a basin with no outlet since there are
no culverts either west, south or east. This property is owned
by Wilcox and Bickler. A topographical map of the area was ex-
amined and it would appear that that whole general area is a very
shallow slough but that when the water gets about 1 foot deep it
will run to the SE. A review of the June 7, 1977 minutes reveal
that Mike Bickler asked for a culvert out of Section 1 at that
time and it was referred to the Township Board as it was their
problem. Mr. Anderson and Mr. Labor stated that the New Rockford
Township did not intend to install any culverts unless those cul-
verts were first 0.K.ed by the Water Management Board since the
New Rockford Township could not afford to remove the culverts
later.

O'Connor, Ripplinger and Hovey then drove to the Mike Bick-
ler, Carl Throlson vicinity for an on sight inspection. It was
very apparent that the water in Section 1 of New Rockford Town-
ship was at least one foot higher that the water directly to the
east in Section 6 of Sheldon Township. In view of what was learned
from the examination of the topographical map, it was agreed that
a culvert should be installed between Sections 1 of New Rockford
Township and Section 6 of Sheldon Township so as to let the water
equalize itself in those two tracts of land. This water then will
eventually work its way east until it passes south through a cul-
vert located approximately % + miles west of Carl Throlson's
farmstead.

We then drove to the Mike Bickler residence and took Mike
down and showed him our suggestions. He had no objection to the
installation of that culvert.
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Later in the afternoon Carl Throlson stopped in at Secre-
tary Hovey's office and he was told of the Board's findings and
he too had no objection. However, when Hovey mentioned to Throl-

They also inspected the approach
and culvert which Carl Throlson had blocked (and which was also
the subject of the Mike Bickler complaint) and upon motion duly
made, seconded and carried, decided to reserve judgment on the
Mike Bickler complaint as to whether such blockage will constitute
an illegal diversion of water.

Chairman Francis O'Connor called the meeting to order
and the minutes of the February 1 meeting were read and approved
as read.

Stan Ripplinger reported that he had been in contact with
Quentin Georgeson and Mr. Georgeson and Mr. Walz will get the
SCS questionnaires completed and mailed in.

Francis O'Connor and Stanley Ripplinger reported that they
had attended a meeting at the Wells County Courthouse on February
25, 1977 regarding the extension of Eddy County Drain #2 into
Wells County. The Wells County Board was also present and were
in agreement with getting a legal drain started. The Wells County
Board will set up a meeting at which the Eddy County Board should
attend. This meeting will be to see if all of the Wells County
landowners are in accord with such a legal drain. If so, some
contribution towards the survey costs will be required of the
Wells County landowners.

The board then made an on-site inspection at the site of the
alleged plugged culvert and illegal d a%gage by Kenneth Topp.
They found that the ditches were fullighd that they were unable
to determine exactly whether or not the water would run east or

south. In any event, it was decided that if the culvert is



plugged, it at least must be reopened. The board reserved
decision on whether or not to order the ditch filled back in.
Secretary Hovey was ordered to serve a notice on Mr. Topp that
the culvert must be opened in sufficient time to accommodate
any spring run-off and that the board will reserve their right
to make a future decision on the cut in the ditch.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

James Cleveland advised the board that he has no objections
to filling in the ditch which has been cut from that certain
slough located in the NW% of Section 7, Sheldon Township which
runs north from said slough to the township road located on
the north side of said section. No decision was reached as
to what party or parties would be responsible for removal of
the ridge between Sections 7 and 8 and a filling of the Cleve-
land ditch.

The next item considered was the Schwoebel Drain Easement.
Marvin Tollefson reported that Mrs. Schwoebel has inlicated that
she and her husband feel they had been mislead regarding the
legal propriety of this drain and that they do not feel that
they want to sign any easement at this time. The board members
present, therefore, considered the matter closed for the
present time and requested that John D. Hovey visit with the
Schwoebels in an effort to clear up any misunderstandings.

The next item considered was a letter from Christ Schatz,
dated October 28, 1976. From the contents of the letter the
board was unable to determine if that letter constituted a
formal complaint whereby he was asking that some drains be
closed. Mr. Schatz is to advise yes or no on that question,
and if the letter is a formal complaint, he is to specify
exactly what drains he considers to be nonconforming. If
Mr. Schatz wishes, he can meet with the board at the December
meeting in order to clarify his position.

The next item considered was the Quentin Georgeson ditch
located in the SE% of Section 2 of New Rockford Township.

a Notice of Violation ordering and directing them to fill the
cut and raise the bottom of the nonconforming culvert to
adjacent ground level.

A regular meeting of the Eddy County Management Board was
held in the Eddy County Courthouse on October 5, 1976 at 9:30 A.M.
Present were board members, Francis O'Connor, Marvin Tollefson
and secretary, John D. Hovey. Absent was Stanley Ripplinger.
Also present were the Sheldon Township Supervisors, Alford Tol-
lefson, Dale Nystrom, and Harold Wick, and Mike Bichler, Clerk.
Also present was Carl W. Throlson.

The minutes of the September 7, 1976 meeting were read and
approved.

The Sheldon Township Supervisors asked for a hearing on the
notice of violation served on them in reference to the culverts
through the two approaches lying north and south of the road
running between sections 6 and 7 of Sheldon Township. Their po-
sition was that these culverts did not alter the flow of water and
that to raise these culverts would mean that most all other cul-
verts in the county would also have to be raised. They indicated
that they wanted to leave the culverts in their present location.

There was much discussion on this matter and also regarding
water problems in general in the New Rockford Township and Sheldon
Township area. It was also alleged that there is a 6 to 12 inch
ridge of dirt located between the Northwest quarter of section 7
which is owned by James Cleveland and the Northeast quarter of
section 7 which is owned by Carl Throlson which holds back the
water to the northwest. Also there was discussion concerning a
small slough in the northwest quarter of section 7 which Mr.
Cleveland has drained into the road ditch along the north edge of
that quarter. It was finally agreed by all parties present to
remove the ridge between the northwest quarter and the northeast
quarter of section 7; plug the drainage ditch from the slough on
James Cleveland's land; and leave the culverts where they are. The
Water Management Board members agreed to contact Mr. Cleveland.

The Board then approved a telephone bill and a bill from
Gaffaney's Office Supply for furniture.

The Board then met with the Eddy County Commissioners re-
garding a proposed ditch through Lynn Schwoebel's land which is
described as the North Half of Section 12 of Rosefield Township.
The County Commissioners agreed that the easement for construct-
ing such ditch can run to Eddy County, North Dakota as opposed to
the landowners who want the ditching done. Also the damage pay-
ment of $1000.00 can be paid to the county and in turn paid by
county voucher to Mr. Schwoebel.,

In the afternoon an onsight inspection of the ridge between
the Throlson land and Cleveland land was conducted. It appears
that there is in fact a ridge which will have to be removed. The
Board members then went to the James Cleveland residence and found
no one home.,



We then visited with Mr. Kenneth G. Anderson regarding
whether any drainage had ever been done on the Southeast Quarter
of Section 27, Rosefield Township (this being in regards to Jack
McDowell's request for permission to drain). Mr. Anderson in-
formed the Board that he was unaware that any drainage had ever
been done.

A regular meeting of the Eddy County Water Management Board
was held in the Eddy County Courthouse on September 7, 1976 at
9:00 A. M. Present were board members Francis O'Connor, Marvin
Tollefson, and Stanley Ripplinger. Also present was John D.
Hovey.

Minutes of the August 3, 1976 meeting were read and
approved.

The agenda consisted of seven matters as follows:

1. James Ferguson had inquired if the board would object
to the removal of dirt along the south side of that certain
east-west road running between Sections 18 and 19 in Superior
Township.

2. Jack McDowell asked the board to investigate a water
problem in the SW% of Section 26, Rosefield Township.

3. Quentin Georgeson has filed a complaint regarding
a dam constructed by Carl Throlson along the section line
between Sections 17 and 18 in Sheldon Township.

4. Carl Throlson had requested the board, through his
attorney, John T. Traynor, for the removal of culverts located
under the approaches.on either side of the county road approxi-
mately one-half mile west of the Carl Throlson farm.

5. Carl Throlson and Duane Weber orally requested
permission to deepen a drain which starts in Sections 5 and
6 of Sheldon Township and works its way northwest through
Section 32 of Bush Township and thence east and eventually
draining into a slough in Section 33 of Bush Township.

6. Rodney O0'Clair of the Soil Conservation Service re-
quested use of the board's name as a sponsor for a drop
structure on the Ralph Anderson farm east of Sheyenne, North
Dakota.

7. Letter from the State Water Commission regarding
proposed Rocky Run Drainage Project.

The secretary was instructed to write to the North Dakota
Water Users Associlation to ascertain whether or not the board
was current in its dues.

The letters from John T. Traynor, Quentin Georgeson and
the State Water Commission were passed around and read by
all members. A telephone bill in the amount of $11.02 was
approved. The secretary was instructed to get an Affidavit
of Publication from the Transcript showing the date of publication
back in June or July of 1975 that no further drainage would
be permitted in Eddy County without permission from the board.



The board then left the Courthouse for on-site inspection
of the above matters. The first stop was in relation to item
#1 above. The superintendent for Mayo Construction Company
informed the board that they wished to remove dirt from the
ditch on the south side of the road located along the north
edge of the NE% of Section 19, Superior Township in order
to use this dirt to raise that east-west road to the same
elevation as Highway 281 will be. Also any excess dirt will
be used to increase the height of U.S. Highway 281 by three
feet where it crosses Schwoebel's slough. Since it is
apparent to the board that the purpose for removing the dirt
is to drain water from the N% of Section 19, no approval could
be given unless an application was filed and permission granted.

The board then picked up Jack McDowell and went to the
W% of Section 26, Rosefield Township, formerly known as the
Gust Kolsrud farm. Mr. McDowell requests permission to deepen
that drain which crosses his property in a southwesterly to
northeasterly direction and eventually joins with the Rocky
Run in the NW% of Section 26. The decision of the board was to
table this matter until further information could be obtained.
It did appear, however, that the culvert crossing the road between
the SE% of Section 27 and the SW% of Section 26 was lower than
land level and should probably be raised. However, no action
was taken on this matter at this time. Another alternative
suggested by Mr. McDowell was to deepen the ditch on the west
side of the road running between Sections 27 and 26 which would
carry the water from the southwest direct to the Rocky Run.

The board then went to the section corner of Section 7, 8, 17
and 18 in Sheldon Township. It was apparent to the board that
the natural flow of water across Section 7 is from northwest to
southeast where it encounters an old road grade running east and
west between Sections 7 and 8. That grade acts as a dam, however,
when the water gets high enough it will flow over the grade.
After getting across the road grade it appears that the water wants
to run directly east from the NE% of Section 18 onto the NW% of
Section 17, However, there has been a dam constructed by Mr.
Throlson along the north part of the section line between Section
17 and 18. This forces the water south across Section 18. A
sketch of this area is shown below.

It was the unanimous decision of the board to order Carl Throlson
to remove the dam or install culverts at ground level (at his own
expense) to allow the water to follow its natural course. The
board also instructed the secretary to order the Sheldon Township
Commissioners to remove dirt from the road grade where it acts as
a dam on the south edge of the southeast corner of Section 7,
Sheldon Township.

The board then inspected the culverts which Mr. Throlson
wants removed from the approaches approximately one-half mile
west of his farm. It appeared to the board that the culverts
were below ground level and that they should be raised but not
removed.

The board then inspected the proposed drainage by Throlson
and Duane Weber in Sections 5 and 6 of Sheldon Township and
Sections 32 and 33 of Bush Township. The board denied permission
to construct that drain.

The board then authorized use of its name as a sponsor on
the Ralph Anderson drop project provided that it would be at no
cost to the Management District.

The board then authorized the secretary to work out details
for a meeting with the Foster and Wells County Water Management
Boards regarding the proposed Rocky Run Drainage Project.

Board was held in the Eddy County Courthouse on June 29,
1976 at 10:00 A. M. Present were board members, Albert
Haas, Francis O'Connor, Marvin Tollefson, and John D. Hovey,
secretary. Also present were Adolph P. Gross, John Kringler
from the Eddy County Agent's office, and Stanley Ripplinger
who will replace Albert Haas on July 1.

The minutes of the June 1, 1976 and June 7, 1976 meetings
were read and approved.

Chairman Haas informed the board that Ed Walz wanted
to meet with the board on July 6. The subject of Carl W.
Throlson's complaint against Quentin Georgeson and the New
Rockford Township Supervisors was then considered. After
much discussion it was the unanimous determination of the
board that the ditch on the south side of the east-west
road lying between Sections 1 and 12 of New Rockford Township
is a non-complying, illegal drain insofar as it materially
alters the natural flow of water in an easterly direction
along the road ditch along the north side of Section 12 rather
than allowing the water to follow its natural course south
and southeast across Section 12. It was ordered that a
Notice of Violation be served upon the New Rockford Township
Supervisors, ordering and directing them to close the ditch
on the north side of Section 12 by removing the culvert from
that certain approach which is located approximately on the
quarter line and raising or lowering the crest of said ap-
proach, as necessary, until the crest of said approach is
equal in elevation to the adjoining land.

It was the further unanimous determination of the board
that Quentin Georgeson is maintaining a non-complying and il-
legal drain in the Southeast Quarter of Section Two of New
Rockford Township, whereby he has constructed a ditch running
in a northwesterly to southeasterly direction and eventually
terminating in the road ditch in the southeast corner of
Section Two. It was ordered that a Notice of Violation be
served upon Quentin Georgeson, ordering and directing him
to close said drain by filling and restoring said drain to
its original elevation.

Chairman, Albert Haas, instructed Attorney Williams to write
a letter to the Foster County and Wells County W_ter Management Boards
to advise them that the Eddy County Water Management District will
accept any and all financlal assistance as the other two counties
may be willing to contribute toward the work to be completed this
fall, being work of a temporary nature on the Rocky Run drain. Any
contributions made however, would be subject to a gentleman's agree-
ment between the three boards that no further drainage would be per-
mitted into the Rocky Run drain unless aproved by all three county
boards. A further condlition would be that the Eddy County Board
would be authorized to expend such funds as the other two counties
may contribute as per engineering that has been done to date.

Minutes of the joint meeting of the Eddy, Foster and Wells
County Boards held August lj, 1975 were read and approved.

Mr. Becker advised the Board that he had completed his engineer-
ing study and survey on the proposed Sheldon-New Rockford Township
drainage project. He presented to the Board the results of his sur-
vey and the engineering plats and details, Mr. Becker felt the prc-
ject is feasible and suggested 1t should be done with a drop at least
2 feet per mile, and a dtich with varying from 8 to 2l feet at the
bottom and with a 4 to 1 slope is going to require a number of addit-
icnal culverts, He pointed out that as the ditch was laid out, it
should handle water the equivalent of 1% inches per hour. Mr. Becker
had prepared and submitted to the Board a cost estimate for the pro ject
totalling $169,000.00. A copy of Cost Estimate is attached to these
minutes and made a part of the permanent records of this Board,

He pointed out that there were some alternatives gs to the size
of the area that could utilize the drain and in this regard pointed
out that 1 plan would include 13,540 acres and that the cost on this
plan would be approximately $200,000.00 which would result in an aver-
age cost of about $14.20 per acre. Another plan whick would include
12,000 acres at & cost of approximately $150,000.00 would result in
a per acre cost of $12.50.

Mr. Becker was instructed to do some additionsal survey to de-
termine what would be involved in taking the proposed ditch south to
Highway #15 between the Mechle land and the Bud Lies land, then down
the Highway 15 road ditch to the James River.

The Board felt that it would be good to hold a meeting with land-
owners Sullivan, Charles or Stephen Lies, Hubert Lies and William Roman-
oski who are the people who would be most affected by the ditching. At
this meeting Mr. Becker, Mr. Williams and members of the Board would
explain the proposed plan to these people and attempt to get their
feeling on whether or not they would be willing to give easements. It

was suggested that this should be an early morning meeting, perhaps



a breakfast meeting because of the harvest season.

The Board felt that after the above meeting or at such time as
they get the feeling from the above named people, they would hold a
general meeting for all of the landowners in the proposed district
for the purpose of explaining the project to all of those who would
be included in the District.

There being no further business, the/figping was adjourned.

MINUTES OF JOINT MEETING OF WATER
MANAGEMENT BOARDS OF EDDY, FOSTER AND WELLS
COUNTIES, NORTH DAKOTA

Meeting held at New Rockford, North Dakota Courthouse, Aug.
i, 1975 at 8:00 P.M, Meeting called by letter mailed to members
of all Boards by Wells County Water Management Board.

The meeting was called to order by Norman Rudel from Wells
County Water Management Board who served as Chairman. Mr. Rudel
stated that the purpose of this meeting was to discuss the drain-
age and other water problems in the Rocky Run drainage area and
to hopefully arrive at some solutions or an approach to some
of the solutions to these problems. In addition to the members
of the Water Management Boards of the 3 counties, those present
at the meeting included Robert D. Reimer, licensed surveyor of
Carrington, N.D.; Rodney 0'Clair, Eddy County Soil Conservation
Service; Merle Huhner, Wells County Soill Conservation Service;
Harold Jelleberg, Area Conservationist, Soil Conservation Service,
Grand Forks, N.D.; Stephen Hoetzer, Bismarck, N D. representing
the North Dakota State Water Commission and Attorneys Fablan E,
Noack of Carrington, N.D., and James H. Williams of New Rockford,
N. D. Board members present included Albert Haas, Francis
0'Connor and Marvin Tollefson from Eddy County; Sam Nicolson,
Steve Reimer and Duane Mullenberg from Foster Cpunty; and Jerry
Schroeder, Norman Rudel and Paul G. Schadewald from Wells County.

Albert Haas, commenting on behslf of Eddy County, said we
recognize we have problems and we are looking to our State Water
Commission personnel and Soil Conservation Service personnel for
some help. Stephen Hoetzer, representative of the State Water
Commission said he felt there should be a joint effort and agree-
ment between the 3 counties to work out a program for the entire
area that drasins through the Rocky Run to the James River, He
suggested that it might be called the Rocky Run Watershed Drain-
age Project. He indicated that he was sure that the State Water
Commission would assist the Boards in completing a study and
some costs estimates for the procject. Under present law, he
said that if the State Water Commission were to participate in
the project, about 10% of the construction costs could be fund-
ed through the State. The State would not share in any of the
right of way acquisition but would furnish the engineering in
addition to approximately 110% of construction costs. Harold
Jelleberg of the So0il Conservation Service, Area Conservation-
ist, from Grand Forks County said that the Soil Conservation
Service had received requests in 1968 and again in 1972 for as-
sistance in working out a drainage program, He said that be-
cause of the very large area included in this project and because
of a problem in replacing and setting aside wetlands to comply
with game and fish requirements, the project had been more or
less dropped because it appeared that sufficient wetlands could
not be set aside, at least at that time. He said that if enough
farmers would become interested to the point where enough wetlands



could be secured and set aside, the project could then qualify
for Federal funding to the extent of over 90% of total cost.

Bob Reimer, Engineer and Surveyor from Carrington, N. D,
pointed out that he felt a major problem is in the area south
and east of New Rockford where culverts are too small and there
are some channel obstructions. Also in that area, the land is
very level and there is very little drop to the Rocky Run drain
which causes a very slow flow.

It was decided by the 3 boards that a Joint request be made
to the State Water Commission for an engineering study and for
costs estimates on developing a plan for the Rocky Run Water-
shed Project. It was agreed that Jim Williams would draft =
letter for the signatures of the chairmen of the 3 county boards
and send the same to the State Water Commission.

Albert Haas Informed the meeting that Eddy County would
be doing a small amount of work on the Rocky Run drain in fthe
area between the James River and US Highway 281. This work
would include placement of some additional and lasrger culverts
and some ditching. He pointed out that this was certainly not
an answer or solution to the overall problem but would be &
small step in eliminating a portion of the problem.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

Marvin Tollefson made the following resolution and moved
it's adoption:

RESOLVED

The petition to establish a legal drain as filed with the
Board appears to satisfy 1in all respects the requirements of Sec.
61-21-10 N.D.C.C.

It 1s the consensus of the Eddy County Water Management Board
that further proceedings are warranted to establish a legal drain
as requested in the aforementioned petition.

That John Becker Engineering of Carrington, N.D. be designat-
ed as surveyor for this project and be ordered to prepare profile
plans and specifications of the proposed drain and estimates of
the total cost thereof together with a map or plan of the lands
to be drained which he shall file in the office of the County
Auditor,

Resolution seconded by Albert Haas and carried.

John Hovey was directed to contact Mr. Becker and inform him
of the decision to proceed on the drain. The board sgreed to meet
again as soon after Mr. Becker's plans are on file at which time
they will take up the matter of dividing total costs between the
affected land owners.

Albert Hass reported that he had again visited with Norman
Rudel about the Rocky Run drainasge problems. He informed Mr.
Rudel that Eddy County wanted no further ainage into the Rocky
Run at this time. \ /

A letter was presented to the meeting signed by Alford
Tollefson, Michael Bickler, Delvaine Gjestvang, Rodger C. Will-
iams and Quentin Georgeson whereby they request a survey in their
area as a preliminary step to establishing a legal drain. Motion
made by Marvin Tollefson and seconded by Francis O'Connor to hire
John Becker of Carrington, North Dskota to survey that ares known
as the "Sheldon Drain'.

Discussion was then held concerning the drainage which originates
up on the continental divide iIn the Gates and New Rockford town-
ship areas and then proceed in a southeasterly direction to the
vicinity of the Carl Throlson - Michael Bickler farms, Carl
Throlson requested that Quentin plug his culverts to land level
wnich he stated would hold water in the ditches and still not
flood any of Mr. Georgeson's farm land.

Chairman Haas then reported that the Water Management Board will
conduct a survey of the area, get a cost estimate of work to be
done. This will then be put to a vote of the land ocwners and if
it passes, a legal drain can be established. It was pointed out
to Mr. Throlson and Mr, Georgeson that if the vote failed, the
Board will have done all that 1t legally can do and any further
action would have to be up to the landowners., It was reported
that Albert Haas and Francis O'Connor were out on April 2lst in
Sheldon Township toc look at the water problems. On April 25th
Marvin Tollefson and Albert Haas met with the Wells County Water
Management Board and visually surveyed the Rocky Run and 2 trib-
utaries east of Highway #281. On May.l, 1975 Francis O'Connor
and Marvin Tollefson made another inspection of the Sheldon Town-
ship Water problem,.

It was also reported that the Wells County Board wants to solicit
the help of the State Water Commission for assistance in survey-

ing the entire Rocky Run water shed. No action was taken by the

Board at this time.

Mr. Haas informed the meeting that the Eddy County Water Management Board
had engaged Robert D. Reimer, a licensed surveyor and engineer from Car-
rington, N. D. to complete a survey for drainage purposes and information

which survey includes the Rocky Run Creek from the Wells County line to the

James River and also the natural drain which follows for the most pa=t
along Highway #15 from the Eddy County line to the James River. In the

discussion that followed, the two drains were referred to as the Rocky Run
Creek on the one part and the Highway 15 drain on the other part. Mr. Haas

then called upon Mr. Robert Reimer to review and discuss his survey, the

results thereof and his recommendations for draining surface waters through

the drains to the James River.

Mr. Reimer began his review and discussion with the Rocky Run Creek which
he explained has always served as a natural drain. He pointed out that

L
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over the years the natural flow of Rocky Run Creek has become restricted

at various points by rocks, debris, and other accumulations in the drain
bed. He further pointed out that pothole drainage into the creek in the
past few years has added tc the flow. He further pointed out that during
periods of heavy flow and surface run-off, Rocky Run Creek fillg to a point
where excess waters then began to flow over into a creek called Kelly Creek
which flows into Foster County, N, Dak. As to Rocky Run Creek, his survey
disclosed that from the Wells County line east to Highway 281, the creek
flow and the culvert situation is quite good, but from Highway 281 east to
the James River there are scme major problems. To correct this situation
it would be necessary to install at least cne additional culvert and do
some ditching.

Mr. Reimer pointed out and sitressed the fact that in completing his sur-
vey, he did so by first determining the flow of water at the county line,
taking into account the size of the culverts at that point, and then de-
termine what should be done in order to handle that flow from the point of
the county line to the James River.

Mr. Reimer next reviewed drainage from the Wells County line to the James
River along the natural drain that follows along North Dakota Highway 15.
Here he recommended at least 11 additional culverts and also some ditching
to allow part of the run-off waters to go down to and through what we know
as Schwoebel slough and from that point on to the James River. He pointed
out that another 42" culvert should be installed where the watsr from
Schwoebel slough would cross Highway 281l. He pointed out that from his
survey he concluded that the natural drainage from the Highway 15 drain
down to and through the Schwoebel slough had been obstructed by a dam, and
if the dam were removed and with a very minor amount of ditching, there
would be 2 outlets to the James River from the point where water accumulates
near the Ed Walz farm.

In summary, Mr. Reimer pointed out that on the Rocky Run Creek there should
be one additional culvert at location #39 and some ditching done on Sec.
29, 28 and 21. To improve the situation for Foster County, he recommended
an 8 ft. culvert at location 37. As to the Highway 15 drain, he recommend-
ed 11 additional culverts and some ditching.

The question of the cost of the project was raised and Mr. Haas said that
he had obtained some cost estimates to complete the work recommended and
that the costs estimates was $20,000. for culverts and installation and
$5,000.00 to complete the ditching and dozer work necessary, for a total
of $25,000.00.

Mr. Haas called upon Attorney Jim Wiiliams for his comments and remarks.
Mr, Williams pointed cut that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss

the survey report and recommendations and cost estimates with the appro-
priate boards from the 3 counties involved. He pointed out that all three
counties were eithier directly or indirectly affected by the existing
problems which each year seem to become more serious as a result of more
and more sparodic surface and pothole drainage by the landowners adjoining
these drains. He pointed out that it was the hope of the Eddy County Water
Management District that the 3 counties involved could arrive at an agree-



ment to fund and complete the work recommended by Mr. Reimer. He suggest-
ed that the 3 counties arrive at a plan whereby each of the counties would
contribute a portion of the cost of completing the work and that plans be
formulated to proceed with the work,

Following Mr. Williams remarks, a lenghty discussion followed during which
many comments, suggestions and questions were discussed, some of which are
as follows:

1. PFoster County Commissioner, John Murphy indicated that so far as
Foster County was concerned, anything that might be done to increase the
flow of surface drainage into the James River would aggravate already ex-
isting problems in Foster County at several points where bridges cross the
James River.

2. It was suggested that the possibility of a legal drain or a small
watershed project be explored.

3. It was pointed out that the possibility of these projects had heen
previcusly explored with the result that the Fish and Wildlife Service had
more or less indicated disapproval which meant that no Federal funds could
be used for the projects.

L. It was suggested that instead of installing culverts as recommended
by Mr. Reimer, that all of this be increased by about 30% to handle addit-
ional pothole drainage that will no doubt he done in the future, both in
Eddy County and Wells County.

5. It was suggested that ancother meeting be called at a later date where
representatives of the State Water Commigsion, the Bureau of Reclamation and
the State Highway Department be present.

6. The matier of stopping "illegal drainage" without proper easements
was discussed at great length.

No financial committments were received from any county and the meeting
was adjourned with the agreement that another meeting be called sometime
after the middle of February at which time representatives of the Bureau
of Reclamation, the State Water Commission and the State Highway Dept. be
present. It was agreed that the Eddy County Water Management Board would
try to arrange such a meeting.
